waterbodies are part of the City’s 

drinking water system that supplies 

water to almost one million custom-

ers, recreation has been limited to 

protect water quality and provide a 

safe environment for everyone.   

 

We prefer that you use non-

motorized boats, but if you must use 

a motor, please consider using a 

more environmentally friendly 4-stroke motor.  All motors are limited to 10 

HP. 
 

We don’t allow any activities that promote body contact, such as swimming, 

jet skis, water skiing, paddle boarding, sailing and wind surfing.

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Stop Aquatic Hitchhikers 
 

Every time you put a boat into a waterbody, you take some 

of the water and organisms that live in the water with you 

when you leave. Most of the time this is not a problem.  

However, invasive aquatic species that are not native can 

damage the natural ecosystem.  These invasive species, 

both plants and animals, can be transported in wet wells, 

on boat trailers, anchor lines, propellers and anywhere on 

the boat that holds water, including the motor. 
 

So, what can you do to prevent the spread of these aquatic 

hitchhikers? 
 

 Remove all visible mud, plants, fish/animals.  

 Before leaving any body of water, it is im-

portant to examine all your equipment, boats, 

trailers, clothing, boots, buckets etc. 

 Eliminate all water from every conceivable item before 

you leave the area— 

 From motors, live wells, boat hulls, boots, bait 

buckets 

 Clean and dry 

anything that 

came in contact 

with the water. 

 Do not release or put 

plants, fish or animals 

into a body of water, including bait, unless they came 

out of that body of water. 

 Hose off your boat and equipment when leaving a wa-

terbody and before entering another.
